OF THE EARLIEST ON RECORD. AN
UNUSUALLY WARM SPRING BROUGHT
BUD BREAK BETWEEN 2-4 WEEKS
EARLY, AND A SHORT HEAT SPELL AT
BLOOM CONDENSED THE FLOWERING
PERIOD, RESULTING IN A SMALLER
FRUIT SET. SUMMER PROVIDED AVERAGE
CONDITIONS WITH FEWER HEAT SPIKES
THAN THE 2014 OR 2015 VINTAGES,
WHICH LED TO SMALLER BERRY SIZE
AND A HIGH CONCENTRATION OF
FLAVORS. A WARM AUGUST SHEPHERDED
ALONG THE EARLY VINTAGE AT
BROOKS, RUNNING FROM SEPTEMBER
2-OCTOBER 12TH. THOUGH IT WAS

AN INTENSE GROWING SEASON DUE

TO THE EARLY START, THE HARVESTED
GRAPES SHOWED WONDERFUL
CONCENTRATION AND COMPLEXITY
WITH HIGH NATURAL ACIDITY.
